Solo Report:

Our first event went extremely well in Bridgewater.

The police where onsite and felt the event was run safely and they enjoyed watching it.  We also had about 120 spectators.  We wrote a thank you letter to the Mayor of Bridgewater and cc’d the Chief of Police and the Bridgewater Mall for the event.  Again, all positive reviews.  Except one, the regional manager.

Crombie’s Regional manager felt our event was too fast and unsafe, which is completely opposite to what the Bridgewater Police said, who watched our event all day.  Sadly the issues was escalated to the companies Risk Management department, they have put a ban on all motorsport events on their properties.

Crombie owns 1300 lots across Canada.

Alan Coles made an effort to resolve Crombies concerns, but Risk Management felt it wasn’t something they should be involved in.

Alan Coles has an estimate to pave the parking lot at SSW, which is 200m x 100m for the cost of under $100,000.   This would be positive for the ASCC, Porsche, BMW, Karts and other clubs, but would have an adverse effect on the BAC Rallycross.  A committee will be formed consisting of members for all interested clubs to discuss, formulate a plan and approach SSW about paving the lot.  Alan Coles has been suggested as Chairman for the committee.  Chris Rizzuto and Jason Smith will be the members representing the ASCC.

Ingo Strackerjan, posted on ARMS that Kartbahn would provide metallic decals, but Mike Benjamin and others (1/2 dozen attempts) made by the ASCC in years past to get decals from Kartbahn but there was a disconnect with Lucas.

Bill Anwyll (ASCC President) personally thanked Jason Smith and Alan Coles for all their efforts in trying to resolve the Crombie issue, as well as making a continuing effort to secure lots in the future.
